Sovereignty

Sovereignty: 3 factors

Entalls the right to be the ultimate authority with a defined
territorial space

Entalils the abllity to actually control what happens within
that defined territory

Inter-governmentalism

When nation states in situations they can control; co
operate with each other on matters of common interests.

Nation states are free to eoperate or veto and are able to
set the level of capperation.

Examples: the UN and the World Bank

Supranationalism

Where states decide to delegate some responsibility for

decision making to a body or forum that stands above the
nation state.

States lose the right to veto and agree to be bound by
majority decisions of cooperating states.

Example: The European Commission
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and supranationalism

Intergovernmentalism
Institutions include The
Council of Ministers.

National Veto is retained
(unless QMV is used In the
Council of Ministers)

Supranationalism

Institutions include the
Commission, the EP, the ECB
and the ECJ.

A supranational institution
exists above the nation
state.
